euthanasia (v)

the act of putting to death painlessly or allowing to die, as by withholding extreme Medical measures, an animal suffering from an incurable, especially a painful disease or condition

murder (v)

kill intentionally and with premeditation

Mercy is the difference.

Merlin's Pest Control will kill no animal unless they:

Are required to be euthanized by law.

The law states that some animals trapped in the city are required to be euthanized . They do this because some animals are unable to be relocated. Urban raccoons are urban raccoons no matter what. They were born eating out of dumpsters, running the streets and hiding in sewers. If relocated to the forest they are unable to function and eventually die. They call this “urbanization”.

Have caused physical damage to humans.

Animals that have caused damage to humans are euthanized. This also includes human concerns, like pets and livestock. This is a policy that we follow for safety. Behavioral problems cannot usually be corrected in wildlife, such as aggression.

Have to be euthanized due to ethics.

Animals that have basically no chance in the wild to survive are euthanized. Terminal illness, or broken limbs that would cause suffering for the animal to live with. Very old age will impair the quality of life and they must be euthanized. Sometimes, we have no choice because of the lack of shelters or wildlife reserves.

Are diseased and could be a danger to humans.

Animals that are diseased, be it transmissible to humans or not, and have no chance of recovery are euthanized. We can use rabies for example. Rabies progresses to a “point-of-no-return”, when the virus damages the brain. You cannot repair brain damage. Unfortunately, this is the most obvious observed condition in infected wildlife. A raccoon infected with rabies and experiencing the neurological effects acts much different than a raccoon that isn't infected. They are euthanized for the sake of mercy.

Are requested killed by customer.

Some animals have been killed for generations, and the entire infrastructure of their targeted pest control is based on their death. Such as rodents. “Rodent-Proofing” homes is extremely costly and sometimes outweighs the damages that the rodents cause. Capturing rodents and having them survive  relocation is almost impossible. This policy we place in the customer's hands.
